This
tradition has continued to the
present with a different design
card every year mailed to
every member in their
newsletter to use on National
Hurst/Olds Day.

After a couple of years some

changes needed to be made.
Members reported because the
date falls on Memorial Day
weekend they were not getting
as good of a response as they
wanted. The officers then
decided to change the day to
celebrate to the
Saturday/weekend prior to
Memorial Day weekend. This
decision proved to be a success
and the number of H/O Day
celebrations began to expand.

The officers also decided the
hosts of these events should be
recognized along with other
volunteers at the Annual meet
each year. These volunteers
now receive an embroidered
patch for their Club jacket for
their first year of hosting.
